Leadership at Trinity in Deerfield, IL.

Physically, | have taken up jogging again to keep up with my youngest daughter (senior year in high
school). We have fun running together, or should | say, seeing her leave me in the dust.

Ministry goals for the MOMS ministry have been met. J. Oswald Sanders said, "The best measure of a
leader is how the organization functions after they leave." The MOMS ministry is thriving, three and a half
years later. | still mentor young moms and leaders,
